An article inU.S. News and World Report
stated, "More than any other people in the
world, Americans publicly talk about and
worry about their children. The prevailing
concern of the parents is not what the child
ought to believe and live up to in concerns of
standards and beliefs and religious faith, but
what is "best for the child."” This same writer
says, "For fifteen to twenty years now, when
I've asked American people, 'What did they
believe in?' they have said, 'l believe in my
children. | believe in my children.™ Parents
forget that children need discipline and a
sense of commitment to something bigger
than themselves. But, in America, we say that
whatever we do, we should not limit the chil-
dren.
