On Mission Celebration 

I have had my listening ears 
on for all our mission speak-
ers plus three who spoke at 
the Adult Luncheon on Mon-
day at Anna First Baptist.  
They all had different stories 
to tell, but there was a com-
mon theme which registered 
with me.  The theme is as old 
as Christianity.  It is as old as 
the Great Commission.  It 
was the method of the early 
church.  What is that theme?  
As you go, tell. 

Jesus said, òTherefore go and 
make disciples...ó  (Matthew 
28:19)  It has been observed 
that the verb tense of ògoó 
means:  òas you go.ó  As you 
go about your daily routine 
and tasks; as you meet people 
along the way; as you drink 
coffee with them and visit 
with your neighbors; as you

make disciples.  In Acts 8:4, 
we read:  òThose who had 
been scattered preached the 
word wherever they went.ó  
As they went they spoke of 
the good news of Jesus. 

I have been thinking a lot 
about what this means for me 
and for Fellowship Baptist 
Church.  Jesus called disciples 
to come and follow Him.  But 
after they followed, they 
went out.  By in large, people 
come to church to learn and 
grow as disciples.  But if a 
person is not a disciple al-
ready, how will they become 
one?  It will happen as the 
church scatters into the world 
(as it goes) and shares the 
good news.  It will happen as 
church people begin to build 
relationships with unchurched 
people.  It will happen as 
church people begin perform-
ing acts of kindness in their 
communities as they follow 
Jesus in going about doing 
good.   

How can I ògo and telló in my 

world?  Do you have an 
unchurched neighbor?  Make 
friends and look for opportu-
nities to talk about the differ-
ence Jesus makes to you.  Can 
you write letters or talk on 
the phone?  Why not enlarge 
your circle of friends to in-
clude the unchurched?  Do 
you know of anyone who is 
hurting physically, emotion-
ally or spiritually?  Why not 
sit down with them and lis-
ten?   

I would encourage Sunday 
School classes to consider 
random acts of kindness 
which could be performed in 
the community and adopt 
three or four projects a year.  
Establish care groups within 
classes so that needs are met 
and prayers offered.
