
neighbors  thus destroying 
her health.  She died aboard 
a ship in the Japanese harbor 
of Kobe on December 24, 
1912, in route to the 
United States.   

In 1918, the Womanõs Mis-
sionary Union named this 
annual offering after her.  
Today, this offering is the 
primary support for 5,160 
missionaries in over 100 
countries.  It will help 
spread the gospel to 280 
million people in 350 un-
reached people groups 
across the 15 countries of 
the former Soviet Union.

Southern Baptistõs special 
offering for International 
Missions is named after 
Charlotte Diggs Moon. 
Born into privilege on a 
Virginia plantation, Decem-
ber 12, 1840,  she rebelled 
against Christianity until she 
was in college.  She became 

a Christian at age 18 and 
was one of the first women 
in the South to receive a 
masterõs degree.   

After teaching school in 
Kentucky, Georgia and Vir-
ginia, she joined her sister 
as a missionary to Teng-
chow, China.  She served in 
China for 39 years, fre-
quently writing letters de-
tailing Chinese culture, 
missionary life and the spiri-
tual needs of the Chinese 
people.  She challenged 
Southern Baptists to go to 
China or give so that others 
could go.  

In the end, she loved the 
Chinese more than 
life itself, giving her 
own food to starving
