GROW! GROW! GROW! 

It has been several years 
since Fellowship Baptist 
engaged in a consistent, 
formal plan for reaching out 
to others.  While several 
individuals participate in 
outreach on something of a 

òneedsó basis, and while 
Vacation Bible School seeks 
to reach out to the commu-
nity, there has been no 
structured approach to out-
reach which involves the 
church as a whole. 

At the same time, most of 
us would agree that the 

command of Jesus to ògo 
into all the worldó was a 
command for the church 
and for each of us as indi-
viduals.  I have had personal 
involvement and success in 
a strategy for outreach 
called òGROW.ó  I will be 
leading the church to be-
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is the basic strategy. 

1. Church members are 

asked to commit themselves 
to participate in GROW for 
one (1), yes, you read it right, 
one hour each month for 
twelve months.  Please an-
swer this question:  Do you 
have one hour a month which 
you are willing to use for out-
reach?  If you can make that 
commitment, please read on. 

2. Church members are 

asked to do one of three 
things during that one hour 
each month.  You will be 
asked to:  (1) Write personal 
letters (names and address 
provided); (2) Make phone 
calls (names and numbers 
provided as well as informa-
tion to talk about); and (3) 
Do personal visitation 
(names, addresses and infor-

come involved in GROW and 
our goal is to get it started in 
the month of October. 

GROW is based on three 
presuppositions: 

People need the Lord. 

God desires to have fellow-
ship with all people. 

Jesus modeled a method for 
outreach which was ag-
gressive, but not overbear-
ing; pointed but loving; 
direct but compassionate 
and creative but not com-
promising. 

GROW was developed 
around the principles of sow-
ing and reaping, every mem-
ber involved, making quality 
use of time and reaching out 
by divine appointment.  Here

Facts About the Southern 
Baptist World Hunger Fund 

Only the Southern Baptist 
World Hunger Fund uses 
100% of all contributions 
to feed hungry people. 
(Personnel are already in 
place; thus, administrative 
and promotional costs are 
borne out of other budg-
ets.) 

When Southern Baptists 
give food, they are there 
for the long haul, desiring 
to plant churches and 
make disciples for Jesus 

Christ. Our desire is to 
build relationships with 
people and eventually lead 
them to a relationship with 
Christ. 

The Good News of salva-
tion through Christ is al-
ways foundational. When-
ever possible, the plan of 
salvation is shared and an 
opportunity to respond is 
given. 

In emergency situations, food 
aid must be given. But when 
possible, hunger ministries 
are designed to create inde-
pendence from rather than 
dependence on food aid. 

How Is My Dollar Spent? 

When a dollar is contributed 
to the Southern Baptist 
World Hunger Fund, unless 
otherwise designated, 80¢ is 
sent to the International Mis-
sion Board for overseas hun-
ger projects while 20¢ is sent 
to the North American Mis-
sion Board to support hunger 
projects in the United States 
and Canada. Because person-
nel and volunteers are already 
in place, and promotional 
expenses come through other 
budgets, 100% of your gifts is 
used to minister to the hun-
gry in Jesusõ name.
