From the perspective of the 
surrounding culture, the 
early church was bizarre. 
Christians were accused of 
atheism because they would 
not acknowledge the exis-
tence of the pagan gods.  

Christians were accused of 
incest because they referred 
to one another as brother 
and sister.  They were 
thought to hate the world 
and the human race because 
they would not participate 
in pagan ceremonies, attend 

gladiatorial matches, or 
read pagan literature; they 
refused to be affected by 
ungodly influences that the 
culture accepted as normal.  
They were accused of canni-
balism because they spoke

EARLY CHRISTIANS W ERE CALLED CANNIBALS

On Tuesday afternoon 
(February 17, 2009), as Pas-
tor Russ and I sat in the beau-
tiful surroundings of Me-
tropolis First Baptist Church, 
I reflected again on the kind 
of life I am living and have 
lived.  All around us were 
hundreds of people paying 
their respects to Paul 
McGinnis, a man I knew best 
through his son, Duane.  Per-
haps as many as 100 men and 
women dressed in bright yel-

low T-Shirts and jackets were 
there also, members of South-
ern Baptist Disaster Relief 
Teams to which Paul had 
given his energy and leader-
ship.  But this was only one of 
the ministries to which Paul 
had given himself. In addition 
there were mission trips to 
minister to Native Americans 
in Arizona and other trips, 
with which we are familiar, to 
Jamaica.  An e-mail I received 
from Ken Bain stated that 
Paul had made over two hun-

dred mission trips before his 
home going.  Then there 
were the churches which Paul 
pastored and his own heating 
and air conditioning business.  
Yes, Paul was a bi-vocational 
pastor and Christian servant.  
One fellow mourner said, 
òHe will be hard to replace.ó 

The beautiful music, Scrip-
ture reading and words of 
memorial entered my ears, 
echoed down inside me and

one another.  One way is 
through baptism.  The other 
way is through the Lordõs 
Supper.  Because the early 
church practiced the latter, 
they were called cannibals.  I 
do not think we have to 
worry about the southern 
Illinois culture referring to us 
as a group of cannibals.  Why 
will we not be called canni-
bals? We will not be called 
cannibals because this practice 
has become common.  In one 
sense, that is good thing.  We 
do not have to worry about 
being persecuted in Vienna, 
IL.  In another sense, it is a 
bad thing.  We have lost the 
intimacy the early church 
experienced through this or-
dinance. 

The Lordõs Supper was given 
to the church by 
Jesus, that we 
might remember 
Him through it.  
Through this ordi-
nance, we are to 

draw closer to Christ and 
closer to one another.  Gath-
ering around the symbolic 
supper reminds us of where 
we were apart from Christ, 
and it re-awakens us to where 
we are going in Christ: the 
wedding supper of the Lamb 
(Rev.19).  Through the 
Lordõs Supper, the church 
unites around Jesus.  Blessed 
are those who are invited to 
the wedding supper of the 
Lamb!   

The spiritual significance of 
this ordinance is profound.  In 
light of this, we invite you to 
join us the first Sunday eve-
ning of every month as we 
celebrate and remember Jesus 
Christ through the Lordõs 
Supper.  We will look for-
ward to seeing you there! 

of eating the flesh of Jesus 
within the context of private 
meetings and ceremonies.   

One word springs to mind 
when I think of the early 
church: godly.  These people 
were devoted.  Their citizen-
ship was in heaven (Phil.3:20-
21).  They were òother 
worldly.ó  There was some-
thing different and bizarre 
about them.  They sought to 
live in a manner worthy of 
their calling (Eph.4:1), and 
they shined as lights in a 
crooked and twisted genera-
tion (Phil.2:15).  They wor-
shipped together corporately 
in the temple and they wor-
shipped together in their 
homes (Acts 2:42-47).  They 
truly loved God and one an-
other.    

Jesus gave the early Christians 
two specific and tangible ways 
to draw closer to Him and to
