called Lent.  Baptists, how-
ever, hardly ever mention 
Lent, let alone becoming 
involved in a personal spiri-
tual inventory and cleansing 
prior to Easter.  We get 
involved in Easter baskets, 
Easter egg hunts, Easter 
Sunday dinners with family 
and friends, and purchasing 
new Spring clothes.  In my 
recent sermons, I have been 
talking about preparing for 
Easter in a spiritual sense.  
Below you will find a series 
of questions which will help 
you take a close look at 
your spiritual condition.  I 
encourage you to use a cou-
ple of them daily as you 
prepare for Easter.  Con-
sider them to be you spiri-
tual housecleaning.  Re-
member also, this impor-
tant verse of Scripture:  òIf 
we confess our sins, he is 
faithful and just to forgive 
us our sins, and to cleanse 
us from all unrighteous-
ness.ó  (1 John 1:9)

Before there was an Easter, 
there was Passover.  Pass-
over, that ancient Jewish 
festival, celebrated the de-
liverance of the Hebrews 
from Egypt by the hand of 
God.  That first Passover 
required specific prepara-
tion, including the killing of 
a Passover lamb and mark-
ing the doorposts of He-
brew homes with the blood 
of the lamb.  There were 
many other preparations as 
well for they were not just 
escaping from Egypt, but 
they were going to be gone 

for a long time on the jour-
ney to the Promised Land. 

Before Jesus celebrated 
Passover with his disciples 
during the week of his 
death, there were additional 
preparations.  Those who 
prepared our Passover Meal 
last year are well aware of 
all the work involved.  Be-
fore the days of super mar-
kets, the preparation was 
even more demanding.  
Part of that work in Jesusõ 
day involved house clean-
ing.  This was symbolic of a 
spiritual cleaning which was 
part of the Passover celebra-

tion. 

This spiritual 
cleaning con-
tinues to be a 
part of pre-
paring for 
Easter, just as 
it did for 
Passover.  
The only 
problem is 
that in our 
day, we do 
not take very 
seriously our 
own spiritual 
cleaning in 
preparation 
for Easter.  In

Message by Pastor Russ Kreuter 

The Fellowship Committee will prepare a breakfast following  
the service. Please sign up on the bulletin board if you plan to attend. 
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1. Preheat oven to 300°F.  *** This is very important ---  don't wait until you are half done with 
the recipe.  

2. Place pecans in zipper baggie and let the children beat them with the wooden spoon to break into small 
pieces. Explain that after Jesus was arrested He was beaten by the Roman soldiers. Read John 19:1 - 3.  

3. Let each child smell and/or taste the vinegar. Put 1 tsp. vinegar into mixing bowl. Explain that when Jesus 
was thirsty on the cross he was given vinegar to drink. Read John 19:28 - 30.  

4. Add egg whites to vinegar. Eggs represent life. Explain that Jesus gave His life to give us life. Read John 
10:10 - 11.  

5. Sprinkle a little salt into each child's hand. Let them taste it and brush the rest into the bowl. Explain that 
this represents the salty tears shed by Jesus' followers, and the bitterness of our own sin. Read Luke 
23:27.  

6. So far the ingredients are not very appetizing...  

7. Add 1 cup sugar. Explain that the sweetest part of the story is that Jesus died because He loves us. He 
wants us to know and belong to Him. Read Psalm 34:8 and John 3:16.  

8. Beat with a mixer on high speed until stiff peaks are formed. Explain that the color white represents the 
purity in God's eyes of those whose sins have been cleansed by Jesus. Read Isaiah 1:18 and John 3:1 - 3.  

9. Fold in broken nuts.  

10. Drop by teaspoons onto wax paper -covered cookie sheet. Explain that each mound represents the rocky 
tomb where Jesus' body was lain. Read Matt. 27:57 - 60.  

11. Put the cookie sheet in the oven, close the door and turn the oven OFF.  

12. Give each child a piece of tape and seal the oven door. Explain that Jesus' tomb was sealed. Read Matt. 
27:65 - 66.  

13. GO TO BED! Explain that they may feel sad to leave them in the oven overnight. Jesus' followers felt de-
spair when the tomb was sealed. Read John 16:20 and 22.  

14. On Easter morning, open the oven and give everyone a cookie. Notice the cracked surface and take a bite. 
The cookies are hollow! On the first Easter Jesus' followers were amazed to find the tomb open and 
empty. Read Matt. 28:1 - 9.
