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favorite song, group, or style 
of music? Often itõs because 
we feel like theyõre insulting 
òouró music, which means 
theyõre insulting us. The 
problem might be that weõre 
viewing music as an idol, the 
thing that satisfies us and gives 
meaning to our life. Music 
isnõt our life ñ Christ is. 
(Col. 3:4).  

2. Great songs donõt al-
ways sound great the first 
time through.  

Some songs require repeated 
listenings to appreciate their 
value.  Albums and songs 
often grow on us over time. 
Is the best music always in-
stantly accessible or appeal-
ing? If weõve learned anything 
from hundreds of years of 
music making, the answer 
would have to be no.  

3. Listening to music the 
masses have never heard 
of doesnõt make us bet-
ter.  

Some of us derive a particular 
joy in finding and listening to 

obscure, undiscovered artists. 
I sure like coming across a 
great band Iõve never heard 
of. But finding an unknown 
artist isnõt admirable in and of 
itself. Some bands are undis-
covered because theyõre not 
very good. And if we do hap-
pen to discover a talented 
unknown band, itõs an oppor-
tunity to serve others, not 
look down on them.  

4. Listening to music that 
is massively popular 
doesnõt make us better.  

This is the opposite craving of 
the previous point. Itõs the 
mindset that says if the song 
or artist hasnõt been on the 
radio, at the top of the charts, 
or on TV, itõs not worth lis-
tening to.  

5. Learning to appreciate 
unfamiliar music is one 
way to prefer others. I can 
find this hard to believe at 
times, but not everyone likes 
the music I do. And patiently 
seeking to understand why
