2) Post-Modernism: The Post
-Modernist would argue that 
anti-supernaturalism is an acid 
that eats everything away.  
The problem with Modern-
ism is that you eventually run 
out of doctrines to deny.  So 
that Post-Modern camp ar-
gues that there can be no ab-
solute denial.

In the April newsletter I 
shared with you all an article 
about the Church Renewal 
Journey.  I would like to tell 
you a little more about that 
ministry and my involvement 
in it. 

Last month I said that the 
Church Renewal Journey 
consisted of five separate 
weekends from which a 
church could choose to ex-
perience. They were: 

Lay Renewal Weekend 

Lay Ministry Weekend 

Marketplace Evangelism 
Weekend 

Prayer Weekend 

Acts 1:8 Weekend 

As a church comes together 
and desires to connect with 
this ministry, there has to be a 
real feeling together as a body 
that this is the right direction.  
A coordinator (Illinois does 
have a state coordinator in 
leadership) is selected to lead 
this weekend and then the call 
goes out to possible team 
members all over the state 
and surrounding states to 
serve specifically. The church 
begins to aim toward that 
weekend in real actions, 

prayer being the most impor-
tant of those. This process of 
preparation takes six months 
to a year. 

I also said last month that I 
have had the privilege of serv-
ing in the first two weekends; 
Lay Renewal Weekend and 
Lay Ministry Weekend. I 
would just like to relate some 
of my experiences during 
those times. 

The Lay Renewal Weekend is 
most familiar to me.  Most of 
the churches I have served in 
have been from Springfield, 
Illinois and south. The Lay 
Renewal Weekend, the first 
of possible weekends a church 
can participate in, has a tre-
mendous impact on the 
church.  This weekend con-
sists of meals together, large 
group worship and testimony, 
and small groups sharing, 
learning about each other, 
and praying together. I have 
seen such openness in the 
small groups as individuals 
begin to really learn about 
and care for each other in a 
new way.  The love that be-
gins in that group just stays 
and stays.  Many tears and 
lots of laughter accompany 
these groups. During large 
group times, lay team mem-
bers give their testimony 

about where God is working 
in their lives.  These testimo-
nies are simple and honest.  
Many members of the home 
church are touched that these 
folks are ordinary people just 
willing to give up a weekend 
to come and be together and 
talk about their experiences. 

The team members stay in 
homes of church members 
creating a real bond with the 
church body.  It has been my 
experience that I have been 
placed in homes where I am 
needed during that weekend.  
One place I remember well 
was the home of a young cou-
ple that was seeking adoption.  
The disappointment and re-
quirements were really 
weighing on them.  I was 
given the opportunity to share 
some of that burden with 
them and love on them for 
the weekend.  The hostess of 
another home I was in had a 
severe case of MS, and had 
lost a son in Iraq.  What a 
wonderful time we had talk-
ing about Godõs goodness and 
ultimate purpose. 

I could go to other incidents 
where I see Godõs hand as He 
worked out arrangements for 
the rights circumstances ñ 
His Purpose. I am so thankful 
to have these opportunities to
