because it is so natural 
to a part of all human 
beings. While Romans 
1 clearly teaches that

All 
humans everywhere, 
throughout all of history, 
have been equipped with 
enough knowledge of 
God to leave us without 
excuse before Him. Our

So what is the greatest of all 
pursuits? 

Isaiah 33:5-6 

The Lord is exalted, for he 

dwells on high; 

he will fill Zion with justice 

and righteousness, 

and he will be the stability 

of your times, 

abundance of salvation, 

wisdom, and knowledge; 

the fear of the Lord is 

Zion's treasure. 

Isaiah prophesies, saying 

that the Lord òwill be the 
stability of your times, 
abundance of salvation, 
wisdom, and knowledge; 
the fear of the Lord is 
Zionõs treasure.ó Now fast-
forward to Matthew 13:44. 
Jesus gives the parable of 
the hidden treasure. The 
man sold all he had to buy 
that field! 

The greatest pursuit is not 
evangelism, missions, relig-
ion, discipleship, or òdoing 
church.ó  The greatest pur-
suit is not about not doing 
òbadó stuff and only doing 
ògoodó stuff.

Our Father does not re-
create us, justify us, free us, 
adopt us, and give us our 
inheritance so that we 
would not seek to know 
Him. If we desire the gifts 
more than the Giver, we are 
no different than the elder 
brother in the parable of 
the Lost Son.  You were 
not created to be justified 
and adopted. Those things 
are the means to the great-
est end. You were created 
to be brought into the very 
presence of God, that you 
might know Him! 

How foolish it is for a man 
to hide from his Father be-
hind the stack of gifts that 
his Father has brought to 
him!  Is that you?
