In speaking at 
the SBTS luncheon, he 
mentioned he was de-
termined to challenge 
every local church in 
the convention to take 
one international mis-
sion trip per year.

IMB president, Jerry 
Rankin, delivered his 
final report to messen-
gers, applauding South-
ern Baptists for giving 
nearly $149 million to 
the Lottie Moon Christ-
mas offering but saying 
it still was not enough 
to send all the Southern 
Baptists waiting for 
missionary appoint-
ment.

Introduction by Pastor Russ Kreuter and 
Article by Bob Allen, ABP 

I would like to thank our 
church family for allowing 
Jenny and me to be your 
messengers to the Southern 
Baptist Convention in Or-
lando, FL. It was the first 
SBC at Orlando since 2000. 
That year, we passed the 
Baptist Faith and Message 
2000, the current statement 
of faith of Fellowship Bap-
tist Church. 

Over 11,000 messengers 
were in attendance, repre-
senting nearly as many 
churches. This was the larg-
est attendance at the SBC 
since 2006. The voice of the 
overwhelming majority of 
the largest protestant de-
nomination in the world 
was heard. The Great Com-
mission Resurgence Task 
Forceõs report was ap-
proved by about a 3-1 mar-
gin (Jenny and I quickly 

discovered we were sitting 
in a section that was domi-
nated by the minority!). 
Needless to say, it was the 
largest business meeting we 
had ever attended. I cannot 
be more excited about the 
millions of additional dollars 
going to support more mis-
sionaries taking the Gospel 
to more unreached places! 

I am attaching a more thor-
ough report of the GCR 
vote below. If you were at 
the last business meeting, 
you received a fairly thor-
ough briefing of it. You also 
received some articles via 
email. So I would like to 
give you my personal reflec-
tions on the convention as a 
whole in this section.  

A new SBC president 
was elected. Bryant 
Wright, pastor of John-
son Ferry Baptist 
Church in Marietta, 
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The SBC Pastors' Confer-
ence spotlighted adoption 
and used the surplus from 
the conference offerings 
to fund a series of $2,000 
scholarships for adopting 
couples (unfortunately, I 
was not able to attend 
this conference this year). 

Dr. Albert Mohler, presi-
dent of SBTS, delivered 
an encouraging report at 
the SBTS luncheon. The 
seminary is experiencing 
record enrollments. Re-
cord attendances oc-
curred at both the colle-
giate and youth confer-
ences that the seminary 
hosted. Flame, a Chris-
tian rapper, performed at 
the youth conference in 
Alumni Chapel (Mohler 
made mention of how 
historic that was!).  

Of most encouragement to 
me is that Mohler is deter-
mined to alleviate financial 
student debt from the lives of 
students who are graduating 
into ministry. Some students 
have up to $60,000 in student 
loans and feel called to the 
mission field. Neither Boyce, 
nor Southern, offer much in 
the way of student grants and 
scholarships. This is a step in 
the right direction. 

Mohler also mentioned that, 
whereas students in the 80õs 
and 90õs were enrolling at 
Southern in spite of what was 
being taught, students are 
now enrolling because of what 
is being taught. In a culture 
that is swimming in post-

modernism and moral confor-
mity, there is a resurgence of 
young men and women who 
are coming to Southern to be 
trained in how to handle the 
Word of God. 

All in all, it was a good ex-
perience for us. We saw old 
friends and prayed with them. 
I learned how one of them 
voted in favor of the GCR, 
knowing it could cost him his 
job. Another whose wife is 
fighting the side effects of 
chemo-therapy, determined 
to not waste her cancer. An-
other who is pastoring a 
church very much like Fel-
lowship. These are our broth-
ers and sisters. I have them 
there, and I have them here. I 
am grateful to be your pastor.

ORLANDO (ABP) -- The 
Southern Baptist Convention 
voted overwhelmingly June 
15 to accept the recommen-
dations of a task force ap-
pointed last year to rally frag-
mented factions in the de-
nomination around the Great 
Commission, Jesusõ com-
mand in the Gospel of Mat-
thew to make disciples in all 
nations.

The lopsided vote came de-
spite highly publicized 
criticisms of the report by 
the outgoing executive of one 
of the SBC's most important 
agencies.  

Messengers to this yearõs con-
vention in Orlando voted by 
an estimated 3-1 majority to 
affirm recommendations of a 
23-member Great Commis-
sion Task Force appointed last 
year by SBC president Johnny 
Hunt. The group, authorized 
by vote of the convention in 
2009, was assigned to find 
ways for Southern Baptists to 
òwork more faithfully and 
effectively together in serving 
Christ through the Great 
Commission.ó  

The recommendations, which 
now will be referred to vari-
ous SBC boards of trustees for 
implementation, could have 
far-reaching effects. They 
include:  

Establishing a new reve-
nue category -- dubbed 
"Great Commission Giv-

come. He said he had no idea 
his message would lead to 
anything, but before deliver-
ing it he had recently traveled 
abroad, had two sons serving 
overseas among Muslims and 
had come to grips with òthe 
massive lostness of the 
world.ó  

òI just could not rest in my 
soul that we were doing all 
we should be doing,ó Akin 
said.  

Akin said he believes the con-
versation started by his mes-
sage has been healthy.  

òI know it has energized the 
younger generation, and that 
is a good thing,ó Akin said. 
òThis younger generation 
needs the wisdom, the matur-
ity and the experience of their 
grandfathers and fathers. I 
think they are making pro-
gress in that area. At the same 
time, we need the passion, 
the energy and the new ideas 
of the younger generation.

We can come 
together around those three 
things and do some other 
things differently but be 
united around those particular 
things? I think weõre seeing 
that begin to happen.ó
